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BACKGROUND
Natural disasters have profound and far-reaching effects on
farmers, ranchers, and their families—disrupting livelihoods and
creating ripple effects that compromise agricultural production
across the nation. Despite these impacts, few resources are
specifically tailored to meet the unique health and safety
needs of agricultural communities.

According to calculations from the American Farm Bureau
Federation (AFBF), it is estimated that the loss of crops from 2024
weather and climate disasters is $20.3 billion.  Additionally, the
suicide rate among farmers is 3.5 times higher than that of the
general population.
